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Explanation on Statistical Surveys

Each statistics of this pamphlet, other than those compiled directly for the purpose of administration, are

explained here
Labor Force Survey (Burean of Statistics, Office of the Prime Minister)

Purpose of survey : The Labor Force Survey in Japan has been conducted since September 1846, for the
purpose of ohtaining data concerning the current employment status of the population.

Period of survey : Survey period is the week ending on the last day of the month

Procedure of survey : This survey is being carried oot on & sample basis, sbout 20,000 persons, residing
in 13,000 household are selected by a stratified 3-stage sampling method. After the survey week, the
enumerators visit the households and ask their activity status in the week together with their individ-

ual characteristics.
School Basie Survey (Researach Bureau, Ministry of Education)

Purpose of survey : School Basie Survey is done upon all echeols in Japan, that is from college to kind-
ergarden through the country, regarding lasic items abeut scleel educational administration. This
survey was designated by the Statistical Law as “Designated Statistics No. 153’7 in May 1848

Period of survey : Most items are surveid as of May 1st, but “Activities of school leavers™ are asked as of
June lst for leavers in March of same year.

Procedure of survey @ All school head-masters or school sdministrators and heads of municipalities fill in
the required items which were scheduled by Ministry of Edueation, and report them to prefecture

offices.
Basic Survey of Wage Structure (Division of Labor Statistics and Reserach,
Ministry of Labor)

Purpose of survey- Basic Susvey of Wage Structure aims at obtaining clear picture of the wage structure of
regular workers in major industries, i, e. wage distributions by industrial group, size of [irm, tipe
of régular workers, sex, occupation, final school eareers and age group (Designated atatisties No. 94
of under the Statistical Law).

Period of survey : This survey was conducted as of the end of April 1960 Cor as of the last day of pay
peciod for April) for the whole month of Arpil.

FProcedure of servey : This survey was carried out on a sample basis, i. e. about 27,700 ecstablishments
and 797,000 workers have been selected by a swratified 2-stage sampling method out of all establish-
ment with 10 or more regular workers and which belong industrial group ©f mining, construction,
manufacturing, wholesale and retail trade, finance and insurance, real estate, transptation and com-

munication, or electricity, gas and water, supply.

Labor Turn-over Survey (Division of Labor Statistics and Research, Ministry of
Labor)

Purpose of survey : Purpose of this survey is to get o clear picture of labor turn-over, as shown in acces-
siom or separation in major industries.

Period of survey ! This survey is carnied out in each January lor status of the previous year.

Procedure of survey : The schedules is sent to about 4, 500 covered establishments which have bean selected
at random out the establishments with 30 or mare regular workers and helong the industrial groups
of mining, manufacturing, wholesale and retail-trade, finance and insurance, real estate, transpotation,

or electricity, gas and water supply.

Special Survey on Labor Aceident
——Supplementary Survey to Monthly Labor Survey——
(Division of Labor Statistics and Research, Ministry of Labor)

Purpose of survey : The survey was eonducted to supplement the Monthly Labor Survey and to obtain the
basic data for enforcement of Workmen's Accident Compensation Insurance Law by collecting statistics
on employment, wages and labur accidents in esiablishments employing less than 5 regular workers.

Period of survey @ The survey was made as of end of July 1961 {or of the last closing day of pay period
in July).

Procedure of survey ! 1,810 survey areas were sampled out of 44,200 survey aress used for the 1957
Establishment Census (conducted, by Office of Prime Minister). and every establishment, which
loceted within the sampled areas and wish Less than § regulars workesrs, was inguired by enume-
